Children’s Swim Lesson

Important Reminders for Parents

Parents are required to check-in at the front desk every time they bring their children to
swim lessons. All participants must present their temporary CHP ID card. Parents or
guardians must remain on the premises during their child’s swim lessons.

® Parents with strollers may enter the building through the handicapped entrance, show
your temporary ID Card and sign in on the sign-in sheet.

® Swim students & siblings of swim students are not permitted in the pool before the
start of the lesson or after lessons are over.

® Children do not have access to other areas of the facility before or after their lesson, including the
gymnasium.

® [f you bring other children with you to your child’s swim lessons, please make sure they stay away form the
edge of the pool and that their behavior is not disruptive to the lesson. Please keep strollers away from
the edge of the pool. You may also bring your children to Poolside Café to watch the lessons. Also
available to you is our Child Care facility, located up-stairs and there is a minimal fee.

® Food and beverages are strictly prohibited in the pool area. Water in a non-breakable, resealable
container is allowed.

® Additional family and friends who come into the club to watch swim lessons are required to check-in at the
front desk and may not get into the pool.

® |f you have a child of the opposite sex who needs to change, there is a children’s changing area located
adjacent to the pool.

® Please remind your child to use the restroom before class, to avoid accidents in the pool.

® |f your child needs to use the restroom during class, parents may use the locker rooms adjacent to the
pool provided the child is of the same sex.

® Parents who have children of the opposite sex who need to use the restroom, please use the restrooms
upstairs or use the single-use facility in the physical therapy area.

® Children must shower before entering the pool.
® Please do not bring sick children to class.

® NO REFUNDS ON LESSONS

® If you need to cancel out of your session for any reason; you must do it 48 hours before your
session date starts. Please contact swim director with the information, so you can be moved to the
next session.

Make-up Lessons:
There will be no make-up classes for group lessons.
The exception to this is if there is another same level class during the week. You must speak
to the Swim Director to see if there is an available space for your child. Your child may NOT
Make-up a lesson during another session.
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
